QUESTIONS FOR THE LYMPHATIC SYSTEM

Discuss the components that make up the lymphatic system.

Discuss the functions of the lymphatic system.

Discuss the anatomical and functional relationship between the cardiovascular and immune systems.

Describe each of the following components of the immune system and discuss their importance and function:  lymphatic capillaries, lymphatic vessels, lymph, valves, lymph nodes, lymph nodules, lymph trunks, lymphatic ducts, cisterna chyli.

Name the veins that the lymphatic system returns lymph to. 

Draw a lymph node, labeling the following parts:  fibrous capsule, trabeculae, cortex, medulla, germinal centers, medullary cords, afferent lymphatic vessels, subscapular sinus, cortical sinuses, medullary sinuses, and efferent vessels.

Discuss the importance of the macrophages, lymphocytes and plasma cells found in the lymph nodes.

Name the five major lymph trunks.

Discuss the importance of the right lymphatic and thoracic duct.

Name the lymphoid organs.

Draw the spleen and label the following parts:  diaphragmatic surface, visceral surface, hilus, fibrous capsule,  white pulp, red pulp, splenic cords, splenic vein, and splenic artery.

Discuss the functions of the spleen and how they relate to its structure.

Discuss the effects of removing the spleen in an individual.

Draw the thymus and label the following parts:  capsule, cortex, medulla, thymic corpuscles (Hassall’s) .

Discuss the importance of the palatine, lingual, pharyngeal and tubal tonsils.

Discuss the importance of the Peyer’s patches and diffuse lymphoid tissues.
